
Student Teaching Lesson Plan
Theme: Science and art
Lesson Title: Hybrid sculptures
Grade Level: 2nd
Time: 3 hours (3 class periods)
Art Concept: Artists use knowledge of other disciplines to create unique works or art. 
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: Additive sculpture, incision, imprinting, painting, drawing, 
Art Elements/Principles of Design: Color, Line, Shape, Form, Repetition, Balance.

Overview:  Students will first be read a children's book about hybrid animals and their history in cultures. Students will then begin brainstorming on their own hybrid animal. Students will then create their hybrid animals using clay. Students will share their work with the class and explain their hybrid's name, abilities, and environment. 
Rationale: By learning about hybrids students will also learn about how an environment can affect the characteristics of a living thing. Students will develop their problem solving, analysis, and synthesis skills by creating their own creatures based on a list of factors. Students will learn that having knowledge in other disciplines will not only help them to create unique works of art, but also increase their abilities and knowledge of those other disciplines as well. 
Objectives

As a result of this unit, students will

	Artmaking:  Create a ceramic hybrid animal sculpture using additive, incising, and imprinting techniques and finally painting their animals with acrylic paint. 26.B.1d, (K-4)1c,C5


	Historical/Cultural Context: When shown images of hybrid animals, orally identify the culture, environment, and abilities of  hybrid creatures.  27.A.1a, (K-4)4b, C2


	Criticism: Orally give one example of how lines and repetition can create a sense of balance in an art work. 25.A.1d, (K-4)2b, C4


	Aesthetics: Orally defend whether or not they believe art can be used to learn about new subjects in different disciplines and give one example why or why not. 27.A.1b, (K-4)5a, C6

	Pinch- method to sculpt clay by pinching the material into a desired shape.
Kiln- the oven used to fire clay.

Motivation: Images of hybrid creatures, "Cockadoodle-mooooo" book 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience in drawing and writing with pencil.  
Instructional Methods: Group activities and discussion, teacher demonstrations, power-point presentation, hands-on learning.
Learning Activities

Historical/Cultural, Art Criticism, Aesthetics

Day 1

Procedure 
Set Induction (5 min)
Read "Cockadoodle Moo"
Materials:  Clay (separated in individual plastic bags for each student), Sculpting tools, Hybrid Brainstorm worksheet, Vocabulary worksheet, 
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Discuss hybrid creatures.  (10 min)
1. Teacher will show images of hybrids and ask students questions.

a. What do you think the abilities of this animal are?
b. What do you think it eats?

c. Where does it live?

d. What might its name be?

2. Teacher will explain to the students that they will be creating their hybrid creatures
3. Teacher will demonstrate brainstorming activity worksheet.

 (Guided Practice) Students will: Students will complete their hybrid worksheets. (20 min)
1. Students will decide what their hybrids will look like using a template. 
2. Students will then draw their hybrid animals on their worksheets. 

3. Students will write on their worksheet the name, abilities, and environment of their animals.

4. Students can color with crayons if they finish early. 

(Teacher Directed): Teacher will demonstrate clay techniques (20 min)

1. Students will recieve a practice piece of clay.

2. Teacher will explain in steps how to create the body, legs, and head of an example animal while students follow along. 

3. Teacher will discuss incising and imprinting to create textures, features, patterns.

4. Students will practice "drawing" on their pieces. 
(Clean up) (5 min)
Artmaking

Day 2
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Pass out clay and review (5min)
1. Teacher will review clay working procedures.
2. Create body first, then legs, then head, and finally add features. 
(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin their sculptures. (40min)
1. Students will create their creatures using a step by step process.

2. When finished adding legs and heads, students will receive tools to incise and imprint lines and shapes onto their sculptures. 


(Clean up) (5min)

Day 3
(Teacher Directed): Teacher will demonstrate adding color to their sculptures. (5min)
1. Teacher will explain that students will add color by using acrylic paint.

2. Students may use up to three colors. 

(Independent Practice) Students will: Paint their sculptures (30min)

1. Students will paint their sculptures using up to three colors

2. When finished students will work on vocabulary work sheet.
(Clean up) (5min)
(Guided Practice) Students will: Students will share their work with the class. (15min)

1. Enough time will be provided so that each student can hold up their work and share with the class. 
Adaptations:  Verbal, visual, group activities, hands-on, individual work time.
Enrichment: Students can complete more than one brainstorm worksheet. Read Cocka-doodle-Moo independently. 
Activities for Early Finishers: Vocabulary sheets, color, draw, read.

	Artmaking:
