
Student Teaching Lesson Plan
Theme: Printmaking
Lesson Title: Landscape prints
Grade Level: 3rd
Time: 2 hours
Art Concept: Artists have used many processes throughout history to create work of art. 
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: printing on foam core, drawing, incising, relief rolling
Art Elements/Principles of Design: Color, Line, perspective, repetition, pattern
National Standards: Copy and paste the standards your students will address in this lesson

Overview:  Students will view images of Japanese printmakers' works and identify stylistic qualities of each image. Students will then begin sketching ideas to create their own landscape prints. Students will finally complete at least three successful prints, (meaning: not over inked, under inked, or poorly registered). Students will decide if printmaking should be considered a traditional art form such as sculpture or painting. 
Rationale: By learning about other cultures and their art, students will create links to their own cultures and what they create in their art works. By creating their own prints, students will develop a working knowledge of how art can be created using many different processes, each with their own special characteristics and expression. By comparing printmaking to other traditional art styles, students will understand that there are many valid mediums for creating art. 
Objectives

As a result of this unit, students will

	Artmaking:  On 6x9 pieces of colored paper, create 3 successful print landscape prints using at least 3 objects to create perspective.  


	Historical/Cultural Context: Identify images by their country of origin and style.  


	Criticism: Identify by tracing with their finger or ruler on the projector screen the lines used in various Japanese print images and describe the function of the lines. 

 

	Aesthetics: Orally defend whether or not they believe printmaking is as traditional an art form as painting or sculpture. 


	


Participation: demonstrate a willingness to learn about Japanese printmaking and printmaking by positively contributing to the discussion during the lesson and participating in the art making activities.  (A1)

Motivation: Images of Hiratsuka and Hokusai's prints, teacher examples, video. 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience drawing with pencil, general knowledge of perspective. 
Instructional Methods: Group activities and discussion, teacher demonstrations, power-point presentation, hands-on learning.
Learning Activities

Historical/Cultural, Art Criticism, Aesthetics

Day 1

Procedure 
Set Induction 
We have learned a lot about the Chinese culture, calligraphy, kanji, and dragons. The Chinese are also famous for creating a technique called printmaking. To learn more about this art form we are going to move over to the tiny island neighbor of China, Japan. The two artists I would like to share with you today are: Hiratsuka and Hokusai. 
Materials:  Prezi, rollers, white ink, 6x9 scratch board, 6x9 white, blue, and light blue colored paper, pencils, crossword puzzles.  
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Present printmakers (5- 7min)
1. Teacher will project images of Japanese prints on the screen.

2. Teacher will ask students to go up and trace along various lines.

3. Students should identify that the entire picture is made up of many lines that create a sense of movement, shape, and perspective.

4. Teacher will ask guiding questions:

 (Teacher Directed) Teacher will demonstrate the first process of printing on scratchboard. (5 min)
1. the teacher will explain that first students will sketch 3 landscapes. 

2. The landscapes should contain a horizon line and at least three objects to create a sense of space. 

3. Variation in lines from horizontal, vertical, diagonal, and curving will be used. 

4. The sky should be left alone because it will be cut out on the scratchboard. 

5. When complete, reach agreement with teacher which sketch should be used for the final project.
(Independent Practice) Students will: begin working on sketches (15-20min)
1. Students will recieve 3 pieces of 6x9 paper to sketch their landscapes using pencil. 

2. Early finishers may draw on newsprint or start crossword puzzle. 

3. When all students complete 3 sketches, the teacher will demonstrate the next step. 

(Teacher Directed): Demonstrate tracing onto scratchboard. (5min)
1. Teacher will explain that one sketch will be used to trace onto a piece of scratch board.

2. Only dull pencils are to be used and pressing very lightly

3. Tape image onto scratchboard (teacher guided)

4. After tracing image, peel back one side to make sure all lines are showing.

5. when all lines are showing, remove sketch and go over scratchboard with dull pencil to deepen the lines.

(Guided Practice) Students will: begin tracing their landscapes. (15min)

1. Pass out scratchboard

2. Students will have the teacher guide them in taping their sketches on to scratchboard. 

3. Students will begin tracing their images. 

4. If necessary students will finish this process next class.

 (Teacher Directed):Brief review (<5 min)
5. Teacher will ask the names of two artists learned
6. What country they were from

7. What type of printmaking we will be creating (relief prints)

 (Guided Practice) Students will: finish tracing onto scratchboards (10min)
1. Pass out boards
2. Begin tracing


(Teacher Directed) Demonstrate how to print. (5min)
1. Explain that each student will have a partner and take turns printing.

2. On plexi glass, place a small amount of ink and roll it onto the roller evenly. 

3. Not too much ink that it makes a squishy sound

4. it should make a light peeling noise

5. roll onto scratchboard

6. repeat until entire board is coated evenly with ink. 

7. write name on back of colored paper

8. match one corner of colored paper to the scratchboard and carefully lay it on top. 

9. using side of hand as a barren, rub every inch of the board thoroughly, carefully peel back the paper to remove

10. Helper will take paper to the drying rack

11. Repeat until three good prints is achieved

12. partners switch. 
(Independent Practice) Students will: begin printing (30-35 min)
1. Pass out ink, plexi, paper, and rollers. 

2. Students being to work

3. Students should all finish.

4. Students will be given exactly the same amount of time to print, no matter if they have 3 good prints or not.
