
Student Teaching Lesson Plan
Theme: Pottery from various cultures. 
Lesson Title: Vessels for the precious (in golem's voice)
Grade Level: 3rd
Time: 3 hours (3 class periods)
Art Concept: Artists create unique functional art work. 
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: coil building, incision, imprinting, painting, drawing. 
Art Elements/Principles of Design: color, line, shape, form, texture, repetition,  
National Standards:

Overview:  Students learn about various cultures and vessels they created to hold things important to their beliefs and lives. Students will then decide on something they would like to protect in their own lives, be it an object or idea.  Students will then create a ceramic vessel to hold their object or idea. 
Rationale: By learning about historical and cultural uses for vessels students will build a bridge from their own lives to other cultures around the world. Students will learn to ask themselves what is important to them and worth protecting. By creating a unique ceramic vessels students will learn the value of hand crafted objects in comparison to mass made objects.

Motivation: Images of vessels, books on various cultural pottery, 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience in painting, working with clay, and drawing with pencil. 
Instructional Methods: Group activities and discussion, teacher demonstrations, power-point presentation, hands-on learning.
Learning Activities

Day 1

Procedure 
Set Induction 
Short story about water vessel. (5min)
Materials:  clay, paint, vocab work sheet, brainstorm worksheet
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Introduce protective vessels (15 min)
1. In a powerpoint presentation, the teacher will introduce various historical and cultural ceramic vessels

2. After introducing the culture, the teacher will ask students what they think the vessel might be created for. 

3. Teacher will ask students what kinds of things they would like to protect. 
4. Teacher will explain to the students that they will be creating their own protective vessels. 
 (Guided Practice) Students will: Brainstorm activity. (15min)
1. Students will complete a worksheet to help them decide on an object or idea that they would like to create a vessel for.
2. Students will then draw ideas for the general shape of their vessels and possible decoration on the outside of the vessel. 

(Teacher Directed) Students practice coil building. (15min)
1. Teacher will demonstrate coil building processes.
2. Students will practice building a simple shape with coil techniques. 

(Clean up) (5min)
(Closure)  (5 min)
1. Teacher will ask students to share one thing they learned about another culture.

Day 2
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Review (5min)
(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin working on vessels. (45min)
1. Students will begin building their vessels

2. When building is complete students will decorate their vessels using incising and imprinting techniques. 

3. Students must finish their vessels in class so they can be fired before the next class period. 
(Clean up) (5min)
Day 3
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Demo painting vessels. (5 min)
1. Teacher will demonstrate painting the inside and outside of a vessel. 

(Independent Practice) Students will: Paint their vessels. (20min)
1. Students will paint the inside and outside of their vessels using at least two colors. 

(Clean up) (5min)
(Guided Practice) Students will: Share their work with the class. (10min)

(Teacher Directed): Introduce print making project. (10min)
Adaptations: Verbal, visual, group activities, hands-on, individual work time,  

Enrichment:  For enrichment students can read one of the books on ceramics. 

Activities for Early Finishers: Students can read, draw, or work on vocabulary worksheets.
