
Student Teaching Lesson Plan
Theme: james nizam http://thinkoutsidetheboxtoday.com/objects-stackedup-sculptures-art/
Lesson Title: wooden stack sculptures
Grade Level: 5th
Time: 2 hours (2 class periods)
Art Concept: Artists use visual tension and balance to create interesting works of art
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: drawing, gluing, stacking
Art Elements/Principles of Design: balance, form, shape, repetition.

Overview:  Students will learn about James Nizam's stacked sculptures. Students will then create their own small scale stached sculptures using various blocks of wood. Students will learn that even mundane everyday objects can be turned into beautiful and interesting art works. 
Rationale: Students will use and develop problem sovling skills to create unique works of art.

Motivation: Images of James Nazim's work, teacher example, 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience in gluing, stacking painting. 
Instructional Methods: Group activities and discussion, teacher demonstrations, power-point presentation, hands-on learning.
Learning Activities

Historical/Cultural, Art Criticism, Aesthetics, Artmaking
Day 1

Procedure 
Set Induction (10min)
1. Watch video of various artists' stacked art.
2. Learn about James Nazim's stacked sculptures. 

3. Pre-assessment worksheet

Materials:  wood blocks, wood glue, paint 
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Demonstrate wood stacking  (5 min)
1. Teacher will show students how to create basic stacked sculpture using balance and repetition to create tension and interesting negative space.  
2. Teacher will explain to the students that they will be creating their own sculptures.

3. Students may build upwards or outwards to create a unique and balanced wooden sculpture. 

(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin creating their sculptures.  (45 min)
1. Students will find their own wooden pieces in boxes to use for their project.

2. Students will use no more than 5 pieces at a time.
3. When students have glued 5 pieces they may find 5 more pieces of wood to use.
Clean-up (5 min)
Day 2
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Recap and setup(5min)
1. Teacher will ask students about what they learned in last class
2. Teacher will pass out projects in progress. 

(Independent Practice) Students will: Finish art making.(40min)
1. Students will finish any more stacking and gluing they need.
2. After they have finished their stacking students will paint and decorate their sculptures using at least two colors. 

Clean up (5min)
(Closure) (10min)
1. Students will do a worksheet post-assessment. 
Adaptations: Verbal, visual, group activities, hands-on, individual work time,  
Enrichment:  For enrichment students can think about other objects they could use to create similar sculptures. 

Activities for Early Finishers: Students can read, draw, and continue to paint their sculptures.
