
Student Teaching Lesson Plan
Theme: Using tint to create the illusion of form. 
Lesson Title: Monochromatic paintings. 
Grade Level: 5th
Time: 2 hours (2 class periods)
Art Concept: Artists use tints and shades to create a sense of form and 3 dimensionality to 2-d work. 
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: drawing, painting. 
Art Elements/Principles of Design: value, form, line, shape,

Overview:  Students will view images of Georgia O'Keefe on a ppt presentation. Students will read about the artist as well as learn about the process of using tint in painting. Students will then practice create tints by making their own value gradation color strips. Students will then create their own still life(?) paintings using one color and white, they will use at least 3 different tints of their main color. 
Rationale: Students will learn that tinting is one of the techniques and processes that artists use to create the illusion of three dimensionality in two dimensional work. Students will develop critical thinking skills by identifying how tint is used in various works by O'Keefe. Students will  develop their problem solving and synthesis skill by creating their own paintings using the process of tinting. 
Objectives

Motivation: Images of Georgia O'Keefe, still life objects, 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience in drawing and painting. 
Instructional Methods: Group activities and discussion, teacher demonstrations, power-point presentation, hands-on learning.
Learning Activities

Historical/Cultural, Art Criticism, Aesthetics, Artmaking
Day 1

Procedure 
Set Induction (15min)
1. Pre-assessment worksheet

2. View ppt of Georgia O'Keefe work
3. Read on ppt biography of O'Keefe and about her works.
4. Identify use of tints. 

Materials: tempura paint, brushes, paint trays, Styrofoam plates for mixing?, 2x12 white paper strips, 9x12 water color paper, 
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Demonstrate creating a value gradation strip.  (5 min)
1. Teacher will show students how to create a black and white value strip.  
2. Teacher will explain to the students that they will be creating 3 of their own strips

3. Students will begin with a black square on one end and a white on the other.

4. Students will then create 4 tints of black by adding small amounts of black to a white blot of paint and mixing on Styrofoam plate with their brush. 

5. Students will attempt to create value changes that appear equal in change from darkest to lightest. (show examples of too little or too drastic of changes)

(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin creating value strips.  (15 min)
1. Students will create 3 strips

2. Students will use their best strip in class to aid in the next part of the project and take home the other two. 
Clean up: 5 min
(Teacher Directed): Demonstrate still life drawing. (5min)

1. Teacher will choose an object in the room to draw.

2. Teacher will talk about drawing only the outlines of object.

3. Teacher will explain how to separate different areas of value with lines.

(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin drawing a still life. (10min)
Clean-up and Line- up: (5 min)
Day 2
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Recap and setup(10min)
1. Teacher will ask students about vocabulary and artist they learned about in last class. 
2. Teacher will pass out value strips and still life drawing.

3. Demonstrate painting with tints on still life. 
(Independent Practice) Students will: Finish art making.(35min)
1. Students will finish any more drawing they need.
2. After they have finished their drawings they will choose one color to tint and paint their still life drawings. 
Clean up (5min)
(Closure) (10min)
1. Students will do a post-assessment work sheet based on vocabulary and artist. 

2. Students will be asked to describe how drawing a still life of an object might help to create a greater understanding about that object or more. 
Adaptations: Verbal, visual, group activities, hands-on, individual work time,  
Enrichment:  For enrichment students can view images from books and identify how tint is being used in the work.  

Activities for Early Finishers: Students can read, draw, and work on crossword puzzle.
