Overview: Students will first view examples of various images from art related careers: Interior/exterior design, architecture, graphic design, fashion, etc. Students will then choose one career to base their project on. Packets with a brief overview of the career and project objectives will be provided.  Students will then create a project based off of a specific career. 
Rationale: Students will understand that there are many careers involving the arts. Students will also realize how much influence and importance the visual arts have in the world. By creating a project based on the career of their choice, students will develop an understanding of what they might want to pursue after high school.

Motivation: Digital images of interior design, exterior design, architecture, graphic design, stage design, studio arts. 

Student Pre-requisite: Experience in clay/plaster building, painting, drawing, printing. 
Instructional Methods: Teacher demonstration, hands-on learning/art  making, group discussion, PPT, individual instruction. 
Learning Activities

Day 1 

(Teacher Directed) Teacher will: present images. (30 minutes)
1. Students will view PPT images of art career work. Teacher will ask guiding questions and share information:

a. What is the subject matter?

b. How are line, shape, color, or form used to express ideas?

c. What do you think the purpose of the work is?
d. How would you create your own work, what career would you choose, what would its purpose be?
e. What is being expressed and how?
(Guided Practice) Students will: Read art career packets and choose a career. (<10 minutes, activity will run into next class period)

1. Students will begin deciding which career project to do. Informational packets will be provided for each career. 
2. After deciding a career students will begin drawing sketches for their ideas. 
3. Students will then choose one of their sketches and draw a larger and more detailed version. Specific objectives will be available in the career packets. 
(Clean-up) (5minutes)
Day 2
Materials: Students have all the materials in the art room to choose from, as well as the opportunity of bringing their own materials if needed or desired. 
(Independent Practice) Students will: Continue sketching ideas. (30minutes) 
(Independent Practice) Students will:  Begin working on their projects. (Depending on block period, if not, start building on day 3)
Day 3-??
(Independent Practice) Students will: Continue working. Time allowed is gauged on the progress of the students work. If students are highly engaged and creating challenging art, more time will be allowed to work. 

1) At this time the teacher will begin aiding students individually and problem solving as well as assessing who is working diligently and gauging how much more or less time to give for this area of the project. 

Day ?
(Guided practice): Critique
1) Teacher will provide a worksheet to prompt students with discussion points during the class critique.

2) Each student will present their finished work to the class and provide basic information.

3) The group will be asked to share positive feedback as well as helpful advice or constructive criticism. Teacher will stress the use of positive language and not demeaning other students or their work. 

4) Half of the class should go each period.
