Theme: Drawing from observation

Lesson Title: Pen drawing/ Modified Pattern Shading. 
Grade Level: 9-12
Time: MTF-45minutes W/Tr-90minutes
Art Concept: Artists draw from observation to understand how light, angles, and space affect the way real objects look. 
Artmaking Processes and Techniques:  Drawing, shading, cross hatching, hatching, stipple.

Overview: First, students will learn about hatching and cross-hatching shading techniques by viewing images of past student work. Students will read page 44 in Arttalk. Students will then decide on and draw and image using hatching techniques in pen. 
Rationale:  By learning about different shading techniques, students will develop a greater understanding of how varieties of value can be used to create the illusion of form on a 2-d surface.  
Objectives

As a result of this unit, students will

	Artmaking:  Students will create a pen drawing from observation using hatching techniques on a 9x12 paper. 26.B.5, (9-12) 1a,1b

Vocabulary
	Slab- clay that is flattened with either a rolling pin or thrown at an angle on a surface. 
Incise- cutting, engraving, or carving into the clay body.

Mishima- Depressions are made in the clay by stamping or incising into plastic clay and filled with a contrasting colored slip.

Sgraffito- cutting or incising lines through a layer of colored slip before firing.
Applique- a form of decoration in which pieces of clay are fastened to the surface of a clay vessel by scoring & slipping. 

Bone dry- a condition of clay when the clay is very dry and brittle. 

Leather hard- a term that describes clay that has dried to the limit of shrinkage but still has enough moisture to retain its original wet color.

Bisqueware- Ceramic work that has been fired once in preparation for glazing.    


Motivation: Digital images of masks from African, South American, Native American, Indian, and Japanese  cultures. 

Student Pre-requisite: Experience in clay/plaster building, painting.
Instructional Methods: Teacher demonstration, hands-on learning/art  making, group discussion, PPT, individual instruction. 
Learning Activities

Day 1 

(Teacher Directed) Teacher will: present images. (30 minutes)
1. Students will view PPT images of masks. Teacher will ask guiding questions and share information:

a. What is the subject matter?

b. How are line, shape, color, or form used to express ideas?

c. What do you think the purpose of the mask is?
d. How would you create your own mask and what would its purpose be. 

e. What is being emphasized and how?
(Guided Practice) Students will: Brainstorm and sketch ideas. (<10 minutes, activity will run into next class period)

1. Students will begin brainstorming ideas for their masks. Teacher will provide a work sheet to prompt ideas. 
2. After completing the w/s students will create 3 thumbnail sketches of their ideas. 
3. Students will then choose one of their sketches and draw a larger and more detailed version.
4. Students will decide to use either plaster or clay.
(Clean-up) (5minutes)
Day 2
Materials: Clay and clay working tools, Plaster building materials and tools, plastic bags, glaze, acrylic paint, brushes. 
(Independent Practice) Students will: Continue sketching ideas. (30minutes)
1. Students will finish sketching and deciding which medium to use for their mask.
2. When students have finished sketching the teacher will approve their ideas and help to identify the best process and materials to use for their idea. 

3. When a number of students have decided on a medium the teacher will perform demonstrations and review.  


(Teacher Directed) Demonstrate plaster process. (5-10minutes)
1) Plaster building

a) Teacher will use a student volunteer to demonstrate building a mask using plaster bandages.

b) The Plaster-ee : this process will be to make the mask fit your face.
i) Apply Vaseline to face

ii) Lean back head during  process

iii) Relax

c) The plasterer

i) Moisten bandages by dipping into water.

ii) Place bandages over face, avoiding nostrils and mouth if open. 

iii) Continue to layer and build up the bandages until a strong foundation is created.

iv) Allow plaster to set.

v) Once the plaster is firm enough the mask may be gently lifted off of the student’s face. 

vi) Place the form onto some balled up newspaper to be worked on.

d) Once the mask is off the student can begin to build and add features. For large volumes, use newspaper as filler. Wire can be used as well to create longer, gestural forms, like a twisted horn.

2) Clay building

a) Make a slab no thicker than a half inch wide and with a surface area that would at least cover their face. 

b) Slump the slab over shaped newspaper covered by a plastic bag.

c) Students can then use additive and subtractive processes to build up areas or remove areas such as holes for eyes and mouth.  

d) Students will work with the clay and clay making processes during the wet stage and leather hard stages depending on individual need. 
(Independent Practice) Students will:  Begin building masks. (Depending on block period, if not, start building on day 3)
Day 3-7?
(Independent Practice) Students will: Continue working on masks. Time allowed is gauged on the progress of the students work. If students are highly engaged and creating challenging art, more time will be allowed to work. For the building process alone, at least approximately 4 full class periods will be allotted. 

1) At this time the teacher will begin aiding students individually and problem solving as well as assessing who is working diligently and gauging how much more or less time to give for this area of the project. 

Day 8-11?

(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin adding color to their masks  using either glaze or acrylic paints. Again, time allotted for this area will depend on student engagement and productivity. At least 3 full periods will be given. 

1) At this time, all students should be finished with the building aspects of their masks. 

Day 12-13

(Guided practice): Critique
1) Teacher will provide a worksheet to prompt students with discussion points during the class critique.

2) Each student will present their finished work to the class and provide basic information.

3) The group will be asked to share positive feedback as well as helpful advice or constructive criticism. Teacher will stress the use of positive language and not demeaning other students or their work. 

4) Half of the class should go each period. 

Activities for Early Finishers: Sketch book assignments, complete unfinished work.
