Theme: Line and pattern 
Lesson Title: Monochromatic printing. 
Grade Level: 9-12
Time: MTF-45minutes W/Tr-90minutes
Art Concept: Artists have used line and pattern to create emphasis, illusions, and express ideas in their art.  
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: Subtractive linoleum cut printmaking. 
Art Elements/Principles of Design: shape, line, color, balance, rhythm.

Overview: Students will view prints from artists throughout history on a PPT; artists from various cultures such as China, Japan, France, Italy, and contemporary printing artists. Following the presentation students will be shown examples of students’ past work. Students will then begin working on their own prints. 
Rationale:  By learning about printmaking history, students will make connections between cultural history and how it relates to them. By creating their own monochromatic prints, students will develop critical thinking and problem solving skills as well as develop a greater understanding of a process that relates to a number of art related careers. 
Objectives

As a result of this unit, students will

	Artmaking:  Create an edition of 3 monochromatic prints using white paper and a 6”x8” linoleum plate. 26.B.5, (9-12) 1a,1b


	Historical/Cultural Context:

Vocabulary
	Burnish- process of rubbing to transfer the ink from a plate to paper, in printing.
Edition- a series of finished prints. 
Proof- a rough draft of a print
Gouge-  the tool used to remove material on a plate. 


Motivation: Digital images of prints from Japanese, Chinese, French, and Italion printmakers, student examples. 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience in drawing. 
Instructional Methods: Teacher demonstration, hands-on learning/art  making, group discussion, PPT, individual instruction. 
Learning Activities

Day 1 

(Teacher Directed) Teacher will: present images. (30 minutes)
1. Students will view PPT images of prints. Teacher will ask guiding questions and share information:

a. What is the subject matter?

b. How are line, shape, and color used to express ideas?
c. What is being emphasized and how?

d. How can you use line to create an illusion of space or emphasis? 

2. Students will view past student work.

a. What do you like about the prints? Dislike?

b. What are the characteristics of linoleum cut prints?

c. How can you tell if there is too much or too little ink?  
d. Can you see areas where the ink was uneven?

e. Etc. etc. 

(Guided Practice) Students will: sketch ideas. (<10 minutes, activity will run into next class period)

1. Students will begin working on 3 thumb nail sketches.
2. Students will then choose one of their sketches and draw a more detailed version to scale. 
3. Students will transfer image to linoleum. 
(Clean-up) (5minutes)
Day 2
Materials: white paper, linoleum, gouge tools, printing ink, BANDAIDS ( 
(Independent Practice) Students will: Continue sketching ideas. (30minutes)
1. Students will finish sketching and transferring their images to their plate. 

2. When a number of students have started transferring to the plate I will stop class and demonstrate proper cutting techniques. 
(Teacher Directed) Demonstrate cutting process. (10minutes)
SAFETY IS NUMBER 1
1. First, transfer image to linoleum, remember images printed will flip. 

2. For heavy lines use a large gouge, for thin and curving lines use a small gouge. 
3. You may heat your linoleum first to soften the material. RECOMMENDED. 

4. You can use a bench hook to hold the plate in place, or using your hand press firmly on the plate.

5. Moving away from your body and your hand, push the gouge through the material to remove it. 

6. Note: decide which areas you want to be positive and negative space, colored or white, before cutting. 
(Independent Practice) Students will:  Begin cutting. (Depending on block period, if not, start building on day 3)
Day 3-7?
(Independent Practice) Students will: Continue working on linoleum cutting. Time allowed is gauged on the progress of the students work. If students are highly engaged and creating challenging art, more time will be allowed to work. At least three days will be given to cut. 
1) At this time the teacher will begin aiding students individually and problem solving as well as assessing who is working diligently and gauging how much more or less time to give for this area of the project. 

Day 8-11?

Before students continue working the teacher will demonstrate the printing process. After demonstration, students will begin printing when ready. 

1. Decide on one color. 

2. Place a moderate amount of ink onto the palette.

3. Roll the brayer in one direction then lift and repeat to coat evenly.

4. Apply the ink onto your plate in similar fashion. 

5. Talk about too much, too little, or uneven ink. 

6. CLEAN UP is vital. Extra ink goes back into container, brayers and palettes will be spotless. 

7. Demonstrate signing and marking an edition. 

Day 12-13

(Guided practice): Critique
1) Teacher will provide a worksheet to prompt students with discussion points during the class critique.

2) Each student will present their finished work to the class and provide basic information.

3) The group will be asked to share positive feedback as well as helpful advice or constructive criticism. Teacher will stress the use of positive language and not demeaning other students or their work. 

4) Half of the class should go each period. 

Activities for Early Finishers: Sketch book assignments, complete unfinished work.
