
Student Teaching Lesson Plan
Theme: Shapes and colors
Lesson Title: Abstract Portraits
Grade Level: K
Time: 1 hour (1 class periods)
Art Concept: Artists use shapes and simple colors to simplify complex images and ideas. 
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: Collage, drawing.
Art Elements/Principles of Design: Color, Line, Shape

Overview:  Students will learn about Pablo Picasso's abstract art works. Students will look at various abstract portraits by Picasso and identify the characteristics of the work. Students will then create their own abstract portraits using collage and pastel coloring techniques. 
Rationale: By viewing Picasso's work and identifying shapes and objects in his work, students will learn about the process of abstracting images. Students will learn that creating works that are abstract can take just as much thought and skill as creating realistic looking work. Students will develop skills in problem solving and critical thinking by deciding what shapes to use when creating their own portraits. 
Objectives

Motivation: Images Picasso portraits. 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience in cutting, gluing, and drawing with pencil. 
Instructional Methods: Group activities and discussion, teacher demonstration, hands-on learning.
Learning Activities

Historical/Cultural, Art Criticism, Aesthetics

Procedure 
1. Set Induction: Introduce Picasso, identify abstract characteristics: (10min)
Looking at the paintings, thumbs up if they look like real life. 
These paintings were made by an artist named Pablo Picasso. 

Let's try to identify what shapes and objects we can see in these images. 

These paintings are done in a style called ABSTRACT, that means it is not meant to look like real life. 

Materials:  Colored paper, head cut-out template, pastels.  
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Demonstrate creating portrait. (5 min)
1. Teacher will use a template to trace the shape of  a head on a 9x12 paper.

2. After tracing, cut head shape out and glue onto a 12x18 piece of paper.  
3. Using pastels, draw simple shapes to represent facial features, hair, neck, shoulders, and background.
Artmaking

(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin art making.(35min)
1. Students will begin creating their abstract portraits following the instructions above. 
(Closure) During line up (5min)
1. Teacher will ask each table before lining up to tell the class one thing they learned or liked about the lesson.  
Adaptations: Verbal, visual, hands-on, individual work time.
Enrichment:  Students can look at magazine/book about Picasso, Picasso video.  
Activities for Early Finishers: Vocabulary sheet, read, draw.
