
Student Teaching Lesson Plan
Theme: Colors and Meanings
Lesson Title: Hue are you?
Grade Level: K
Time: 2 hours (2 class periods)
Art Concept: Artists use color to convey feelings and ideas.
Artmaking Processes and Techniques: Painting, drawing, color mixing
Art Elements/Principles of Design: Color, Line,

Overview:  Students will first engage in a hands-on experimentation of color mixing. Students will then participate in an activity in which they view an image and then describe what they think the mood or feeling of the image is based on the colors in it. Students will then engage in another activity in which they listen to a sound and then on a worksheet mark down in crayon which color they think best fits that sound. Finally, students will be asked to create their own personal story about an emotion or experience they had. 
Rationale: By experimenting with color mixing students will develop their own personal knowledge of the process and the material. Rather than simply repeating information, students will use problem solving and analytical skills to create their own new colors. By creating a story using color as a main theme, students will not only develop a greater understanding of how colors can be used to express ideas in art but also develop abilities to learn about who they are as individuals. 
Objectives

As a result of this unit, students will

	Artmaking:  Create a personal narrative on a 12x18 piece of paper using 1 primary color of tempura paint and pencil. 26.B.1d, (K-4)1c,C5


	Historical/Cultural Context: Orally identify images as either comics, cartoons, or anime.

	Criticism: Orally give at least one example of how color is used to convey a specific mood or emotion in an image. 25.A.1d, (K-4)2b, C4

On a worksheet, mark down in crayon the color that they feel best matches the sound being played. 25.A.1d, (K-4)2b, C4

Motivation: Images of comics, cartoons, and anime, sound clips, teacher examples. 
Student Pre-requisite: Experience in painting and drawing with pencil. 
Instructional Methods: Group activities and discussion, teacher demonstrations, power-point presentation, hands-on learning.
Learning Activities

Historical/Cultural, Art Criticism, Aesthetics

Day 1

Procedure 
1. Set Induction (Brief)
Did you know you can create your own unique colors by mixing red, yellow, or blue together?
Materials:  Water cups, paint brushes, tempura paints, 12x12 white paper, pencils, 12x18 white paper, digital images, audio clips, crayons. 
Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Demonstrate Color Mixing  (5 min)
1. Teacher will place a blot of paint on a white piece of paper and ask the students what would happen if another color was placed on top of the still wet paint. 
2. Repeat with another color.
3. Teacher will explain to the students that they will be creating their own colors using the same processes demonstrated. 


 (Guided Practice) Students will: Experiment with color mixing. (15 min)
1. Students will receive a water cup, paint brush, one 12"x12" piece of white paper, and primary tempura paints. 
2. Students will experiment with mixing the primary colors together to create their own colors and discover colors such as green, violet, and orange. 
3. Students will be asked to share their discoveries. 


(Teacher Directed) Students share discoveries. (5 min)
1. Teacher will ask students what colors they have discovered and how they created them.
Clean-up (5 min)
(Guided Practice) Students will: Engage in color meaning activities (10min)
1. Teacher will project images from cartoons and anime and ask the students what emotion or mood the picture has based on the color. 
2. Teacher will play an audio clip and students will mark in crayon on a worksheet which color they feel best matches the sound. 

(Teacher Directed) Demonstrate art project. (15min)
1. Teacher will tell story about an experience: 

a. "Once I sat down on a piece of gum with my favorite pants on, I was very angry"
2. Teacher will show students a picture of the event and explain.

a. " I created a picture to tell a story about how I felt that day"

b. "First, I used a pencil to draw a picture of myself  sitting on the gum"

c. "Then I wanted to color it in so I used red because I feel that red was best to show how angry I was"
3. Teacher will then explain to students that they will begin creating their own story about an experience they have had. 
4. Students will complete a worksheet to help them think of an experience and practice drawing it. 
5. Students should have an idea before the end of class. Early finishers can start drawing in pencil on their final 12x18 piece of paper. 

(Closure) End of 1st class period: (Brief)
1. Teacher will ask students to share one thing they learned about the days lesson. 
Artmaking

Procedure  

 (Teacher Directed): Recap (5min)
1. Teachers asks students what they remember from the color activities and worksheets. 
2. Remind students of the project, showing teacher example.

(Independent Practice) Students will: Begin art making.(40min)
1. Students will begin drawing their stories in pencil on a 12x18 piece of white paper.

2. Before painting students will show the teacher their image and explain what color they want to use.   

3. Students will paint their image using one color that conveys the mood or feelings of their experience. 

4. When paint dries students may use black marker to add details. (Not required)

(Guided Practice) Students will: Share their story with the class. (5min)
1. Students will hold up their picture and explain to the class:

a. What the experience was.

b. How they felt.

c. Why they used the color they did. 
(Closure) (Brief)
1. Teacher will ask students what their favorite part of the lesson was. 
Adaptations: Verbal, visual, group activities, hands-on, individual work time,  
Enrichment:  For enrichment students can think of other experiences and think about what colors they would use for it. 
Activities for Early Finishers: Students can read, draw, or add details to their project in marker. 
Assessment of Student Learning

	Artmaking: Students successfully created a personal narrative. 


	Historical/Cultural Context: Students accurately recalled cultural images. 


	Art Criticism: Students described one way a color can be used to convey an idea or emotion.


	Aesthetics:  Students defended whether or not they believed that art was an effective way to express feelings or ideas.
